U-Bolts

1 Jack up the rear end of the cart and place jack
stands on the frame in front of the springs. You will
be installing larger wheels and tires so raise the
cart high enough to accommodate the
additional height.

2 Remove the wheels and tires.

3 Unbolt the bottom of the shocks. Clean and
lubricate these bolts for later use.

4 Remove the aluminum/rubber ISO mount.
5 Place JAKES rearriser (ITEM Q) on the axle as
shownin the picture. Use the centering pinas a

guide as to where the riser should be placed.

6 Place the leaf springs on top of the rear risers. Bolt
the front of the springs into place.

7 Place the stock shock plate on the top of the springs.
Bolt the rear together as shown in the picture using
the supplied u-bolts and nuts (ITEM R). Bolt the rear
of the springs into place using the stock bolts.

8 Attach the bottom of the shocks to the new location
of the shock mounts using the stock bolts.

9 Double check all nuts and bolts for tightness.

10 Install JAKES recommended wheel and tire size
22" x11"x 10" wheels and tires with a 3" x 5" offset

for maximum performance.
NOTE: Your stock wheels and tires will work but are not

recommended!
